Special Requirements

No grade below B is accepted towards any graduate degree in the
Department of Human Development, Family Studies, and Counseling
(HDFSC). If more than one grade below B is earned while enrolled in

any HDFSC graduate program, the student will be dismissed from the
program and ineligible to apply for admission to another HDFSC program
for a period of six years.

Final Examination

complete a final examination consisting of an oral defense of this
document. The student's advisory committee determines the outcome
of the exam.
